Please note:  The Cornwall College on-line enrolment platform does not support Safari, therefore we recommend you use Microsoft Edge or Google Chrome to complete this process. Please also check that you enter your surname correctly and date of birth in this format DD/MM/YYYY, (ensure this is your birth year and not the current year). Tuition Fees/Student Finance
If you haven’t already done so, I would like to remind you to apply for assistance with your tuition fees (if applicable) and any loans/grants that you may be entitled to at www.gov.uk/studentfinance  

We do not increase tuition fees throughout a programme of study, therefore the original fee that was charged at the beginning of your programme will remain (this may differ slightly if you are repeating study or returning from a period of suspension).  If you are unsure what your tuition fee is please contact registry@cornwall.ac.uk
If you are paying your own fees, you will be expected to make a payment of approximately 25% of your annual tuition fee on or before the start of the academic year, you will then need to arrange a payment scheme in order to pay your balance in full by the end of the academic year.  A direct debit form is available from your site administration office and also the facility to make your first payment, if this facility is not available on your site please call 01209 617775 - Finance Office or email sales.ledger@cornwall.ac.uk.As you complete the end of the academic year, all outstanding fees must be paid otherwise you will not receive your transcript and certificate or receive authorisation to continue studies (if applicable).

Withdrawing/suspending studies during academic year commencing September 2024
If you withdraw from a programme and begin a new programme on or after 1st September 2024 you will be deemed to be a new student and will adopt the new tuition fee for the academic year in which you commence study.

The Cornwall College Group will operate the following fee policy for undergraduate and postgraduate taught students who withdraw or suspend their studies, therefore it is important that you inform your Programme Manager at any time if your circumstances change in order that they can process a withdrawal/suspension notice with the correct dates.

	New learners who are enrolling onto the first year of their programme, who withdraw or suspend studies between 16th September 2024 and 30th September 2024.  This also applies to learners who are resuming studies with extenuating circumstances, who withdraw or suspend studies between 16th September 2024 and 30th September 2024

	New Learners who are enrolling onto the first year of their programme, who withdraw or suspend studies between 1st October 2024 and 19th December 2024
	25% of annual tuition fee is payable

	All Learners who are continuing study, repeating their studies or resuming studies, who withdraw or suspend studies between 16th September 2024 and 19th December 2024  
	25% of annual tuition fee is payable

	All Learners who withdraw or suspend studies between 7th January 2025 and 4th April 2025
	50% of annual tuition fee is payable

	All Learners who withdraw or suspend studies between 22nd April 2025 to end of 2024/25 academic year
	100% of annual tuition fee is payable




Learners who suspend study due to valid extenuating circumstances will be liable for the suspension fees above but the fee they pay when they resume studies will take into account these charges.
